Kate Delahunt, Blue River 
Watershed Association, came 
to KSD and instructed stu-
dents on how to test our 
nearby creek water.  After 
practicing in the classroom, 
we went to the creek for the 
actual field test.  We assem-
bled all our data and analyzed 
it the next week.  It was 
found that our water quality 
was "average".  This varies 
depending on how much rain 
we have just had, etc.
